ASA Travel Player Practice & Game Commitment
· ASA Travel Players have to attend at least 75% of all team activities throughout the year.  This includes practice, games, tournaments, and social events. Lower than 75% attendance can have an effect on playing time.
· Game attendance is mandatory. Players should arrive at the game field at least 30 minutes, or per the coach’s instructions, prior to kick-off.
· All travel players are also highly encouraged to attend all other meetings and social events organized by ASA. 
· Travel players are required to attend the annual Travel Try-out’s / Assessments. 
· Travel teams will train approximately 2 times a week from November through July.
· It is required to be on time for practice. 

· If a player can not attend a practice session the player, preferably not the parent, must personally contact the coach at least 24 hours prior to the practice session.  (Exception on this rule is sudden illness)
· If a player knows far in advance that he will not be able to attend practice sessions or games, the player or the player’s parents must notify the coach as early as possible.  
· Playing time is based on attitude, commitment, ability, merit and practice attendance. At the U9 though U12 age levels each Travel Player should receive even playing time during each game. At the U13 – U19 age level each player should receive even playing time over a whole season. A U12 – U19 coach has the right to play certain players for a longer time during certain games. For example during championship games in tournaments.
· At the U9, U10 and U11 age level ASA strives to make each team of even strength. Starting at U12 teams are formed on the basis of talent, attitude and commitment. 
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
